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     What’s the deal with those red doors? 

     I’ve been asked this question more 
times then I can count on the fingers of my 
two hands…why are the front doors of our 
church painted red?  There are many 
theories out there.  One of the ones that I 
hear most often says that when a church 
building is paid off in full then you paint 
the doors red so that everyone will know 
that your building is debt free.  I have often 
wondered how many people sit at the light 
at the intersection of Broadway and “G” 
streets thinking “well what do you know…
St. John’s paid off their building…thanks 
be to God”!  Not very many I’m afraid.  
So…your rector decided to do some 
research as to why Episcopal Churches will 
very often paint the doors in the brightest 
colors of red.  Here’s what I found out.  In 
the early church, it was understood that a 
soldier could not pursue an enemy that had 
entered through the red doors of a church.  
The red doors were a symbol of refuge and 
sanctuary for all who entered…Christ’s 
blood had been shed so that all people who 
came to him…all who lived in him…might 
indeed be saved.  Anyone who passed 
through the red doors of the church would 
be safe as long as they stayed behind them.  
Over time the red doors began to 
symbolize the church as a place of peace, 
refuge, and sanctuary.  So now you know. 

     Have you ever thought about what your 
expectations are when you pass through 
those red doors?  I know I certainly come 
with high expectations every week.  When 
I’m here I expect that somewhere along the 
way I’ll encounter God through the music, 
the prayers, the Eucharist, and through the 
people that gather every week.  I expect 
that God is going to move us to action…

that he will heal the people that come to 
find it.  I expect that perhaps someone 
(sometimes it’s me) will have an 
“epiphany” of sorts…an “ah-ha” moment 
when a new level of understanding takes 
place in the heart and deep in the soul.  
Most of all I think that I do indeed expect 
that someone…maybe everyone…will 
know that within the beautiful walls of our 
church they will find peace, refuge, and 
sanctuary…a safe place to listen for the 
breath of God.  It’s a tough world out 
there…we all know that.  Many of the 
places that we typically think of as 
“sanctuaries” or “safe places” may not 
always be those things for everyone.  Our 
homes…our schools…people can 
experience a great deal of anxiety, stress, 
and yes I’ll say pain in those places.  That’s 
why I preached that sermon not long ago 
about “rejection”.  This church does an 
extraordinary job of extending the arms of 
Christ to the folks who pass through those 
bright red doors.  I believe that we all 
understand that everyone has a gift, 
everyone has value, everyone has 
something to offer to the Lord…and 
everyone needs a little “PRS” (peace, 
refuge, and sanctuary).  Amazing isn’t it, 
that on some Sundays and Wednesdays 
that’s exactly what we receive.  And on 
other days…well…on other days God is 
using you us to give it to someone else.  I 
believe that it’s the “calling card” of this 
church…you come here and you are loved!  
In God’s house no one is turned away…
everyone gets some “PRS”.  All you have 
to do is pass through the red doors…

We expect 
this, which is why we save, but if, with everything going 
on, if you’ve missed a check or two (I did), please get 
caught up as quickly as you can.  If you are unsure, call 
Sherry and she can let you know.  We are starting the 
budget process, and it always makes Father Mike 
nervous when, while planning for next year’s budget, we 
are behind for this year!

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 WOW!  What an awesome experience for eight 
St. John’s After School children to participate in.  The 
children were taken to Camp Allen in Navasota on July 
27th by Kathy Buskirk and Litha Murray.  There was 
extreme excitement on every face.  I heard comments 
such as “I hope we go swimming tonight!”, and “I want 
to ride a horse today, because I love horses and I’ve 
never been able to ride one.“  There were familiar faces 
upon arrival.  The children knew Chris Gilbert and Alex 
Pierson-Turner.  These were counselors at the camp this 
summer.  They had also worked a St. John’s After 
School Program during the school year. 

 Fr. Mike and Kathy picked up the children on 
August 2nd.  WOW!  Not one child wanted to leave.  La 
Donte hid underneath the main camp house building so I 
couldn’t find him.  He kept saying, “Ms. Kathy, I don’t 
want to leave, EVER!”  On the ride home there was 
much excitement and lots of bittersweet moments.  Here 
are some of the comments that caught my attention: 

*“My favorite time was at night.  We would go outside, 
lay on the ground, and look at the stars.  I’ve never seen 
so many stars!  And that’s when I felt close to God.” 

*“I learned that girls have a special place in God’s heart. 
That’s why he created us last....He saved the BEST for 
last!” 

*“I wish I could LIVE at Camp Allen forever!” 

*“Someday when I get kids, I hope they can come to 
Camp Allen and learn about God…..and themselves.” 

 Each year children are chosen to attend a week 
at Camp Allen.  They write a letter (at least on page) 
stating “why” they want to go and “how” the After 
School Program has helped them and their families.  
Russell and Ralph Hampton would have LOVED this 
extension of love to children who otherwise would not 
have been able to attend summer camp.  The cost per 
child is $480 each.  The Episcopal Diocese of Texas 
usually funds a portion of our children’s tuition.  The 
remainder comes from this fund.  If you would like to 
donate to this fund and build some very special 
memories for children and teens, you can send a check 
to Kids Count Foundation and designate “Hampton 
Memorial Fund”. 
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 On January 1st there is always such a to-do about 
starting a new year; making resolutions, starting fresh, 
etc..

Therefore, all plans and applications need to be submitted 
to the diocesan office by February 2009 for the 2009 
year.  The form needs to be filled out perfectly and 
signed or it goes to the bottom of their scholarship list. 
Although the diocese has scholarship funds to help kids 
with a financial problem, they would like to see the camp 
tuition fund broken down into three categories– 1/3 paid 
by parents, 1/3 paid by the church and 1/3 paid by the 

diocese scholarship fund.  Our goal is to raise the church 
part of the tuition and then help parents with their part of 
the tuition as funds raised allow.  The parish priest will 
be the requestor for the diocesan funds and sign the 
application accordingly and depending on the individual 
case vouch for additional diocesan funds for a particular 
situation. 
We have had one fund raiser this year (the crawfish boil 
along with a community fair)  and one more event is 
planned.  We also (on Sundays) will be placing a vessel 
in Faith Hall on the counter opposite the breakfast money 
basket for donations of loose change to promote this 
worthy cause.  The vessel will have a sign mounted on it, 
which will be the theme for this project, “SEND A KID 
TO CAMP”. 
All direct contributions to this project will also be 
appreciated and the kids will love you for it.  Summer 
camp means a lot to a kid.
