The 8:00 service is quite frigid…however…if 
we do not keep the setting below 70 then the units will 
never “catch up”…you would feel it warming up by 9:00 
and it would just keep getting warmer.  At 10:30 we now 
have well over 100 people in attendance every 
week...along with heat retaining walls.  Any setting above 
70 will not adequately cool the building…and as our 
servers and choir know…the temperature around the 
choir/altar area is at least 10 degrees hotter than the rest of 
the building. 

Several years ago when our attendance was close to 
where it is now we talked about adding a 3rd service…
is that a possibility now?  Not at this time.  Our church 
will max out at around 225…we can “comfortably” seat 
around 170 which means that we are not squeezing 
ourselves in like we do on Easter and Christmas Eve.  Our 
attendance at the 10:30 service is normally between 105 

and 130…we still have room to grow.  Also, adding a 3rd 
service presents some unique challenges…when is Sunday 
school taught…how do we create a fellowship hour for 
everyone, etc. 

When are we going to baptize Lorenzo?????  When the 
adoption is final (soon I pray) we will baptize Lorenzo on 
the following Sunday if possible…what a celebration that 
day will be!!!!!!!

  1 stick butter      1 tsp. baking soda 
  2 cups sugar      1 cup buttermilk 
  1/2 cup vegetable oil     1 tsp vanilla 
  5 eggs, separated     1 small can coconut 
  2 cups all purpose flour    1 cup chopped nuts 
 
Cream butter and sugar together.  Add oil and beaten egg yolks.  Mix flour and baking soda together.  Add 
alternately the flour mixture and milk.  Then add vanilla, coconut and chopped nuts.  Fold in beaten egg 
whites.  Pour in three layer pans and bake at 350 until a toothpick comes out clean.  Cool.
