     Well over 10 years ago my mother, 
Carol Young, initiated an incredibly 
profound ministry in our home parish that 
literally changed lives...it certainly changed 
our church.  The vision grew out of one 
woman’s very strong desire to reach out to 
the members of our church in ways that 
we’d never reached out before.  Now...over 
a decade later (and 5 years after her death) 
this ministry, appropriately called “Angels 
on Assignment” continues to make a 
tremendous impact on the church 
community that I used to call home.  I will 
let you in on a little secret...it has been my 
intention from the very beginning to bring 
this ministry to St. John’s...I have been 
waiting for the right time, or should I say, I 
have been waiting for God to move me to 
introduce this to you…that time has come.  
As I write this I have my mom’s notebook 
in front of me that details the vision of this 
ministry.  It warms my heart to know that 
Carol Young will, in a sense, become a part 
of our life together at St. John’s.  I’ll go 
ahead and tell you the big, gigantic, 
“Mission on the Bay-like” goal that I have 
set…that at least half of the folks from St. 
John’s who are reading my words right now 
(you) will be a part of it.  Wow?  Yes…
wow!! 
     So…what is (are) “Angels on 
Assignment”?  This ministry will 
incorporate some of the things that we are 
already doing with some brand new things 
we’ve never tried before…given what I 
know about St. John’s I suppose that the 
“Angels” will evolve into…well…who 
knows what?  To begin, the “Angels” will 
do the following: 

 

· “Letters of Love” :  Handwritten notes 
to express encouragement, sympathy, 
congratulations, well wishes for a speedy 
recovery from surgery or illness, maybe a 
thank you to someone who’s gone “above 
and beyond”, or perhaps a welcome note to 
one of our newcomers. 
· “Meals for Members” :  Home cooked 
meals delivered to those who might be sick 
or recovering from surgery, etc. 
· “Care for College”:  Care packages 
prepared and shipped to our members 
who’ve gone off to college. 
· “Soup for the Soul”:  Once a month, 
some of our angels will prepare and then 
deliver soup and other “goodies” as an 
expression of love and goodwill to our 
homebound, those who may be grieving, or 
to someone who may need a “pick me up”. 
· “Roadrunners” :  These angels will 
provide transportation to church for those 
who do not have a way to get here 
otherwise. 
· “Prayer Shawls”:  Hand knitted shawls 
that are blessed at the altar and then given to 
those who need them. 
 

     See something that moves you to action?  
Then here’s what I hope you will do…I 
hope that you will email me at 
fathermike23@aol.com; or that you will call 
me at 281-471-0383 and say YES…I want 
to be a part of “Angels on Assignment”.  
You can be involved in all of it or part of 
it…it’s up to you.  I want to repeat, I am 
firmly believing in faith that God is going to 
move at least half of you who read these 
words to send that email or make that call.

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     The school year is now well underway! Before you 
know it, turkeys will be baking in ovens. We are also 
coming upon the Christmas season. If you would like to 
serve on any of the special Christmas Eve or Christmas 
Day services please make your wishes known to me so 
that you can be scheduled. A few constant reminders: 
Please continue to check to see if you are scheduled 
during any time that you might be out of town and 
remember to find a replacement for yourself if you cannot 
be there for your scheduled Sunday. Please be sure to 
enquire that the acolyte that you are choosing to replace 
yourself has the necessary training to complete your roll. 
For example, if you are a Crucifer, than please be sure 
that your replacement has been trained to be a Crucifer as 
well. Acolyte schedules are sent via the newsletter and are 
also posted in the lay ministry schedule on St. John's 
website.  Also, look closely at the schedule and let me 
know as soon as possible if it seems you have been left 
out of the rotation. If you have any Acolyte related 
questions please call me at 832-212-1217 or email me at 
lsborkowski@gmail.com (This is a new email 
address).  Anyone contemplating joining our core of 
Acolytes or any current Acolyte that wishes to be trained 
as a Crucifer should contact me and I could provide 
individual or small group trainings immediately following 
a 10:30 service of their choice. If none of the new robes 
fit you, please email me to let me know your height and 
build dimensions so that we can order more new ones. 

     Fr. Mike has also asked for the acolytes to please have 
less communication and fidgeting during the service, 
especially during communion since this can be a 
distraction to him and to those worshipping in the 
congregation. Our Vergers have asked me to remind the 
Acolytes to please refrain from wearing open toed-shoes 

and sandals while serving. 

     As always the following items of note for Acolytes or 
the parents of Acolytes still apply: 

 1) If you are interested in becoming an Acolyte (or 
becoming a Crucifer) do not hesitate to call me at 832-
212-1217. 

2) If you need a different size robe than is available 
currently in the Acolyte preparation room, let me know 
(again at the above number if you can’t get a hold of me 
in church) so that I can order more and get the matter 
resolved. 

4) Normally you should let me know before the 10th of a 
given month if you are unavailable to serve in the 
subsequent month so that I can include your absence on 
the schedule. 

5) Remember, it is your responsibility to find your 
replacement if you are not able to serve on your 
scheduled Sunday. Acolyte trainees at an 8:00 service will 
not need to find a replacement but should still let me 
know if you cannot serve so that they may be placed at 
another 8:00 service to finish their training. Be sure to 
find a replacement that has the training for the Acolyte 
position you were scheduled to serve. Basically, this 
means that Crucifers must find a Crucifer to replace 
themselves, if that is the position they were scheduled for 
on the Sunday in question.

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 As you may know pastoral refers to the pasture in 
which sheep graze.  A shepherd “pastors” his sheep, to 
keep them safe and to avoid losing any of them.  There are 
lots of parables about shepherds and sheep.  Our 
congregation is Fr. Mike’s flock.  I have offered to help 
him keep them from getting lost, forgotten, and 
overlooked in the business of everyday life.  He has 
allowed me to visit people in hospitals, nursing homes, 
and private homes to provide the support and 
encouragement needed when going through hard times.  
This is what I do in the course of my day job as a hospice 
chaplain but my mindset has to be different.  We all know 
we are going to die one day.  That is God’s plan for each 
of us.  It is also his plan, I believe, for us to look after one 
another and be there for each other in good times and in 
bad times.  He told us to love others “as I have loved 
you.”  That is what Mike and I try to do as we visit 
members of this parish.  I know I consider it an honor that 
you would let me into your life when you are not feeling 
well or when you are not “at your best.”  I believe Fr. 
Mike feels the same way.  We are here to support, 
encourage, pray with and listen to whoever needs an 
empathetic presence.  Having worked in hospice for eight 
years and having had cancer four times, as well as several 
surgeries, I think I can relate to people who are going 
through tough medical experiences.  I believe God is 

always with us and that he is always waiting for us to call 
upon him for strength and hope.  Our prayers may be 
simply giving him permission to become involved in our 
lives. 
 As members of St. John’s you have the right to 
expect that you will receive the support and ministry the 
church provides to those in need.  St. John’s also reaches 
out to the wider community as it has with Mission on the 
Bay.  It is because of the wider scope of ministry that we 
are now offering two of us to be available when the need 
arises.  I graduated from the Episcopal Seminary in Austin 
with a M. Div.  I have not been ordained by the Episcopal 
Church, so I do not administer Communion, read the 
gospel or wear a collar in my day to day ministry for St. 
John’s.  I am part of the “lay ministry” of the church.  
Thank you for allowing me to serve you in this ministry.  I 
feel that I am carrying out the ministry God has called me 
to.  As is so often the case with things like this, I did not 
anticipate that this is what I would be doing; it is not what 
I thought my ministry would look like.  But God likes to 
surprise us because he knows how we are equipped and 
what we can do in his service.  I feel blessed to do what I 
do.

Christian Formation 
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     When you hear someone talk about getting new 
wheels, do you automatically think about a new car?  I 
used to.  Lately, however, my new wheels have come in 
the form of a chair.  I haven’t moved past hating it yet, but 
hope to eventually get there.  We have kept a wheelchair 
in the trunk of my car for almost a year.  It was the only 
way I could go on the cruise we went on last January, so 
for that reason I’m very grateful for it. 
     A little over two years ago I was told by two surgeons 
that I had about a year left to walk.  Those who know me 
well will know that I refused to take that at face value.  I 
thought if I did the right things and continued the fight to 
continue walking, I could do it.  I also knew that if I asked 
my closest friends and family members to pray with me 
about this, that God would heal me.  Having been a part of 
several healing missions, listened to those who knew 
about this beautiful gift God has given us, and read 
countless books on healing I began thinking that if I didn’t 
get a miraculous healing that I was doing something 
wrong.  I now know that God’s healing comes to us in 
many forms.  I also accept that.  Twice after going to the 
altar for healing prayers I walked away in no pain.  Both 
times that was very temporary.  Now I know God has 
something for me to do, whether or not it’s in a 
wheelchair. 
     Let me explain more about my condition.  Know that 
I’m doing this as much for me as I am for those of you 
who read this.  Telling my story continually can get old, 
but I do try to be kind to those who ask.  After all, I much 
prefer that than to have people try to steal looks at me and 
when they get my attention, turn away quickly.  It’s okay 
to talk about the chair!  It’s even okay to joke about it.  
Most of the time I will be the one who jokes about it first.  
Okay, once again, I digress.  When I was about eight years 
old I fell about thirty feet from a tree and landed on 
exposed roots.  I broke several ribs and bruised my spinal 
cord.  Doctors now know that this fall began my descent 
into a lifetime of back agony.  When I was a little older I 
was on a pre-Olympic gymnastic team and took a bad fall, 
again, on my back.  I had to quit gymnastics, but more 
than that, I had to quit being as active as I always was.  I 
have had the nerve conduction tests on my legs several 
times and they cannot find a single nerve in either leg that 
is not damaged or pinched.  I have had two back surgeries 
and there are no more that can help.  However, two 
surgeons have told me to come back in about 200 years 
when there might be the technology to help me.  I am on 
strong pain killers 24/7.  I don’t take as many as are 
prescribed because I have a problem being zombielike.  
What this condition hasn’t done to me is take away my 
ability to think and I do a juggling act with pain 

medication so that I can stay relatively coherent.  (Yes, 
there are probably some of you who might debate that 
coherent thing too.) 
     If I walk more than 10-15 feet it’s entirely possible that 
I will fall.  I fall down a lot these days and it embarrasses 
me.  After all, it’s not something many of us can do very 
gracefully.  It frightens John because he worries about 
what a bad fall will do when I’m home alone.  If I stand 
for more than 3-5 minutes I get what I term as a red hot 
fireplace poker up and down my spine.  Sometimes it’s so 
bad it takes my breath away.  No amount of pain 
medication takes that away; at least not in the amount I’m 
willing to consume.  I have three damaged discs, two of 
which have already been operated on, and severe stenosis.  
This has helped escalate arthritis in both hips and both 
knees, none of which can be surgically corrected without 
the ability to participate in the physical therapy afterward.  
So when I can’t make it to the front of the church to 
receive the sacraments, it embarrasses me to have them 
brought to me.  I used to be a Verger, an adult acolyte, 
chalice bearer and lay reader.  All of that has been reduced 
to reading, and as I have told Mike, I will continue to do 
that until I can’t make it up those three steps.  It just 
means so much to me. 
     What can you, my loving church family do to help?  
Talk to me.  Talk to John.  Its’ okay to talk about the 
wheelchair, and as I’ve previously said, it’s even okay to 
joke about it.  Most especially keep me and John in your 
prayers.  A lot of this burden has been placed on him and I 
do hate that.  I watch him and see the pain in his heart at 
having to watch most of my days navigated in severe pain.  
I would love to take that from him, but maybe we’re both 
learning something from this.  Sometimes, if you are able, 
help John with the wheelchair.  Its’ heavy and we keep it 
in the trunk of my car.  He would never ask for that kind 
of help, but I know it can be difficult for him at times. 
     Now, why did I write this?  First, Fr. Mike asked me 
to.  I thought about it and realize that I would like to know 
about you if you were having problems, not out of some 
perverse curiosity, but from the love I have for you.  
Allow me to do what I can still do, but if you notice that I 
am having trouble, I don’t mind you helping me.  (Most of 
you have no idea what a miracle it is for me to say that!)  
Try to understand that I’m still dealing with losing 
something that I’ve always taken for granted; the ability to 
get around on my own, to get up and down from a sitting 
position without the fear of falling. 
     Finally, know that we are not asking for any kind of 
sympathy.  I need the understanding of all of you.  It’s 
only a matter of time before I will probably fall in front of

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some of you.  Help me up if you can, but know that it’s 
become pretty common for me.  Try not to turn around 
and check out the people Fr. Mike takes communion to 
away from the altar.  Most are probably not as 
embarrassed by negative attention as I am, but I bet some 
are.  Many times I will tell the ushers not to have 
communion brought to me because of this.  I know this is 
way more my own issue than anyone else’s.  Please know 
that I am not saying that anyone at St. John’s is insensitive 

in this way.  If I weren’t going through it, I don’t think I 
would realize how difficult it is for some people to keep 
giving up the things most of us take for granted. 
Because these falls have been more frequent lately, you 
will be seeing me using my new set of wheels more often.  
I thought you might want to know why.
