 In addition to being commissioned as spiritual 
directors upon completion of the course, graduates 
also may serve as educational resources for their 
congregations by supervising group spiritual 
direction, planning and leading retreats, giving prayer 
and spirituality presentations and leading prayer 
groups.

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 A hearty thanks to all who participated in the 
final May 16th Acolyte meeting and Crucifer training. 
Serving as an Acolyte is an important ministry and I want 
to thank each of you for all that you do! As a result of the 
Crucifer training, we now have two newly trained 
Crucifers! As always, it is very important to check the 
schedule to see if you are scheduled to serve on Sunday 
or any other special services.  Please continue to check to 
see if you are scheduled during any time that you might 
be out of town (like during the upcoming summer 
vacations) and remember to find a replacement for 
yourself if you cannot be there for your scheduled 
service. Please be sure to enquire that the Acolyte that 
you are choosing to replace yourself has the necessary 
training to complete your position. For example, if you 
are scheduled to Crucifer, then please be sure that your 
replacement has been trained to be a Crucifer as well. 
Also, it is very important to remember to arrive in the 
Acolyte wardrobe room fifteen minutes prior to the 
service in order to prepare. Be sure to remember your 
gloves and to keep them on throughout the service. 
Acolyte schedules are sent via the newsletter and are also 
posted in the lay ministry schedule on St. John's 
website.  I will no longer be doing the scheduling for 
Acolytes. Carroll Blakeway has graciously taken this task 
so that she can have better control over all the ministry 
schedules. A big hearty thanks to Carroll!! 
  Look closely at the schedule and let Carroll know 
as soon as possible if it seems you have been left out of 
the rotation. If you have any other Acolyte related 
questions please call me at 832-212-1217 or email me at 
lsborkowski@hotmail .com.  Please contact me if you are 
interested in becoming an Acolyte and I will schedule a 
training session, even if it is for just one interested 
candidate. In order to become a Crucifer the candidates 

must already be existing Acolytes with several services 
of experience, to be able to carry the heavy Crucifix 
without difficulty, and pour from a full cruet of wine. 
   Fr. Mike has also asked for the acolytes to 
please have less communication and fidgeting during the 
service, especially during communion since this can be a 
distraction to him and to those worshipping in the 
congregation. You should ensure that you have a bulletin 
and are following the service, especially since yours is a 
very visible and ceremonial ministry. Our Vergers have 
asked me to remind the Acolytes to please refrain from 
wearing open toed-shoes and sandals while serving. 
  As always the following items of note for 
Acolytes or the parents of Acolytes still apply: 
 1) If you are interested in becoming an Acolyte (or 
becoming a Crucifer) do not hesitate to call me at 832-
212-1217. Check for trainings in the bulletins! 
2) If you need a different size robe than is available 
currently in the Acolyte preparation room, let me know 
(again at the above number if you can’t get a hold of me 
in church) so that I can order more and get the matter 
resolved. 
4) You should let Carroll Blakeway know before the 10th 
of a given month if you are unavailable to serve in the 
subsequent month so that she can include your absence 
on the schedule. 
5) Remember, it is your responsibility to find your 
replacement if you are not able to serve on your 
scheduled Sunday. Acolyte trainees at an 8:00 service 
will not need to find a replacement but should still let 
Carroll know if you cannot serve so that they may be 
placed at another 8:00 service to finish their training.
